I/We support the work of the Minneapolis Affordable Housing Coalition.  Their mission is to create public policy on condominium conversion so that it preserves affordable rental housing stock, protects low-income tenants and buyers, and engages residents and communities in the process.  

In 2005, Housing Link did a study that found of the 1,064 known rental units in Minneapolis that were converted to condos in 2004, 38% were affordable at 50% of the Metropolitan Median Income ($38,500 for a family of four) or less.  MAHC has identified four key concerns that address how condo conversions affect the city efforts to build and preserve more affordable rental housing.  We urge you to revise Minneapolis Code of Ordinances, Title 12, Chapter 250, to address:  

· Loss of affordable housing

· Violation of tenants rights

· Condo buyers’ lack of basic protections

· The breaking up of communities through displacement of low-income people and loss of economic diversity

This updated ordinance will compliment the city’s holistic goal to provide a wide range of housing options, which includes affordable rental housing and homeownership, for all of its residents.
